Marriage Vows
According to Edmund Fillingham King’s
Ten Thousand Wonderful Things (c. 1853):
“Upwards of three centuries ago, the
husband, on taking his wife by the right
hand, thus addressed her: ‘I undersygne
for my wedded wife, for better, for
worse, for richer, for poorer, yn sickness and
in helthe, tyl dethe us departe’ (not ‘do part’
as we have erroneously rendered it, the
ancient meaning of departe being to
separate). The wife replies in the same form,
with an additional form, ‘to be buxom to thee
tyl dethe us departe.” So it appears in the
first edition of the Missals for the Use of the
Famous and Celebrated Church of Hereford
(1502). In what is called the Salisbury
Missal, the lady pronounced a more general
obedience, ‘to be bonere and buxom in bedde
and at the borde [at meals].””
