The Baptist Church is organising a holiday 
club again this year.  Entitled ‘Champion’s 
Challenge’, it will be held from Monday 11th

Each day one 
aspect of a sports team will be explored in 
order to show who Jesus is.  This will 
involve a number of passages from Luke’s 
gospel.
